As a member of the Religious Education Learning Area, a Religious Education teacher must
be a practising Catholic, have a strong knowledge of Catholic teachings and the Religious
Education curriculum, be willing to collaborate and work effectively with other members of the
learning area, and possess ongoing commitment to professional growth and personal faith
formation.

Reporting to the Learning Area Leader Religious Education, the Religious Education teacher must
seek to engage all learners in alignment with the College’s Vision for Learning. The Religious
Education teacher should have sound curriculum knowledge to deliver the curriculum with
confidence and clarity, using engaging, student-centred approaches that connect faith with
everyday life. The Religious Education teacher should also seek to support students’ holistic
development, and actively inspire and nurture the faith life of students.
