As a member of the English & Languages Learning Area, the Italian teacher is expected to have a
strong knowledge of the Languages curriculum, demonstrate a passion for language learning and
cultural education, and be committed to engaging students through innovative and student-
centred teaching practices. Collaboration with colleagues, ongoing professional development, and
a reflective approach to teaching are essential to this role.

Reporting to the Learning Area Leader for English & Languages and in collaboration with peers, the
Italian teacher must seek to engage all learners in alignment with the College’s Vision for Learning.
They should deliver the curriculum with confidence and clarity, using strategies that promote deep
learning, creativity, and critical analysis. The Italian teacher should also support students’ holistic
development, encouraging them to express themselves effectively and ethically in a variety of
contexts.

Demonstrate comprehensive knowledge of effective Italian teaching strategies and
consistently deliver high-quality, evidence-based instruction that meets diverse learner needs.
Develop and maintain teaching programs aligned with the curriculum and assessment timelines
as outlined by the Learning Area Leader: English & Languages.
Use a variety of formative and summative assessment strategies to monitor and evaluate
student progress, providing timely and constructive feedback to support growth.
Establish high expectations for learning, behaviour, and personal responsibility, promoting a
positive and respectful classroom environment in line with the College’s Behaviour Support
Guidelines.

Serve as a positive Catholic role model for students in all interactions.
Willingness to engage in ongoing spiritual and theological formation, remaining informed and
responsive to the teachings of the Catholic Church.
